READING RULES!
Reading Logs:

Throughout the school year, you will document your reading, both while completing a BDR and while simply reading for pleasure. The minimum requirement is 200 minutes every 2 weeks. You MUST read at least one (1) nonfiction selections during this time. [Nonfiction can be a recipe, an instruction manual, a biography, an informational pamphlet, etc. and may come from the Internet as long as it is from a reliable source and documented correctly]. Reading logs for each class are due to Mrs. Beatty every other Friday and are worth 200 points; this breaks down to 20 homework points a night, M-F. 

Bonus points will be awarded for additional reading as follows:

215-250 minutes= + (5 points added to the total points possible for the 9 weeks)

251-299 minutes= ++ (10 points added to the total points possible for the 9 weeks)

300 minutes or more= +++ (15 points added to the total points possible for the 9 weeks)

Point deductions will be calculated as follows:

Missing one (1) non-fiction selection = -10 points

No summary = -75 points

One-pagers:
Once a month students will also be required to turn in a one-pager on a specific genre of literature. One-pagers will be available on our class’s blog. These one-pagers have questions to which students will respond regarding their reading of a piece from a particular genre according to the schedule listed on the back of this sheet. Students are expected to be thorough in their responses using details from the text. Each one-pager is worth a total of 50 points and will be turned in to Mrs. Beatty at the same time the last reading log for the genre is due.
Book Talks:

Throughout the school year, you will discuss your independent reading selections with your peers. As often as every four weeks we will spend part of one period on our book talks. Students will have the opportunity to evaluate themselves using a rubric provided by Mrs. Beatty, and they will need to bring the book they are discussing or a written passage (typed or hand written) from this book to class. I encourage students to be honest about their evaluations. Although student input is considered on the evaluation, the teacher will give the final grade. 
Schedule for the Year:

Listed below are reading log due dates for the year. The days that are bolded are days that students will turn in both reading logs and BDRs. Next to each of the bolded days is the genre on which students will focus their BDR. Please refer to this sheet throughout the year to guide you in completing these assignments.

Friday, September 20, 2013 – Sci-Fi/Fantasy (fictional book about the future, scientific possibilities, or far off places)
Friday, October 04, 2013
Friday, October 18, 2013 – Nonfiction (factual book; must be at least 100 pages)
Friday, November 01, 2013
Friday, November 15, 2013 – Myths/Legends (fictional book containing a story based in mythology or about a legendary figure)
Friday, December 06, 2013
Friday, December 20, 2013 – Historical Fiction (fictional books that are based on historical people, places and/or events)
Friday, January 10, 2014
Friday, January 24, 2014 – Biography (factual book about a person’s life; must be at least 100 pages)
Friday, February 07, 2014
Friday, February 21, 2014 – Mystery (fictional book containing clues that lead to the solution of a puzzling situation)
Friday, March 07, 2014
Friday, March 21, 2014 – Classic (book that is considered a work of literature that can stand the test of time)
Friday, April 11, 2014
Friday, April 25, 2014 – Realistic Fiction (fictional book that contains conflicts/events that could actually happen)
Friday, May 09, 2014
Friday, May 16, 2014* – Inspirational (fiction or nonfiction work that promotes self- and/or moral-development)

* The final date is for BDR only; no reading log will be submitted on this date.
