John Adams was born in Braintree Massachusetts in 1735.   During his life he was a teacher and a Lawyer.  He defended the British captain accused of murder after the Boston Massacre.  He attended the First Continental Congress as a delegate from Massachusetts.  He would return as a delegate to the Second Continental Congress.  He was a strong proponent of Independence and was a frequent speaker before Congress.  He made the suggestion of George Washington as leader of the Continental army.  He was a member of the Committee of Five, along with Thomas Jefferson and Benjamin Franklin, which drafted the Declaration of Independence.  


He was elected as the first Vice-President of the United States and would succeed George Washington as the country’s second Chief Executive.  He died on July 4th 1826; the same day as Thomas Jefferson!
