It is essential to know your multiplication facts for 4th grade math. They will not be successful in 4th grade math if they do not know their multiplication facts. Please make sure that your child is learning their multiplication facts (focus on facts 0-9). They should be studying them nightly. 

Reminders: 
Math: The 2nd week of school, your child started their weekly Daily Math Quick Review (which should be done during school) and their Math Homework (which is only a few problems each night). They will have a test every Friday and the test material will come from the Quick Review and their Weekly Homework. Math homework is due every Friday. 

Last week I gave out a monthly math calendar – this is not mandatory but VERY helpful. If they complete it and turn it in on the last day of the month, they will get 10 bonus points on that week’s math test (most students finished their calendar in just a few days but I don’t take them early to try to teach responsibility in keeping up with assignments until their due date). 
Thursday, Sept. 12th is the 4th and 5th grade “Back to School” dance – please send in the money and permission slip form if you want your child to attend. 
Kona Ice is Friday, Sept. 13th – please send $2.00 (if you did not buy the pre-paid card) if you want your child to have Kona Ice.
