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The largest division of the brain.  It is divided into two hemispheres, each of which is divided into four lobes.
Cerebral Cortex – The outermost layer of gray matter making up the superficial aspect of the cerebrum.
Gyri – Elevated ridges “winding” around the brain.
· Sulci – – Small grooves dividing the gyri 

· Fissures – Deep grooves, generally dividing large regions/lobes of the brain

Parietal Lobe – primary functions   - - Senses and integrates sensation(s), Spatial awareness and perception
Occipital Lobe – primary function  - processing, integration, interpretation, etc. of VISION and visual stimuli.
Temporal Lobe – primary function –  Hearing

The medulla oblongata is the lower portion of the brainstem. It deals with autonomic functions.
