Lawrence Kohlberg’s Six Levels or Moral Development
1. I don’t want to get into trouble ( I don’t want you to fear my anger and power)

· Lowest level of development

· Based on fear not because you think it is right

2. I want a reward ( I want you to work hard and put forth effort because it is the right thing to do—not because you want an A or a reward)

· Parents and teachers are guilty of rewarding the “right” thing

· The right thing should be done without reward

3. I want to please somebody ( Please yourself by doing the right thing)

· Many children are so desperate to please someone else, they fail to ever please themselves or make their own decisions

· Do you brush your teeth for me? Dress for me? Eat breakfast for me? This is silly, but many children try to please their teachers.
4. I follow the rules (a good stage, but you are still not doing the right thing because it is the right thing to do. You’re doing it because it is the rule. If you break a rule consequences follow).
5. I am considerate of other people

· Achieving a state of empathy

· “ You never really understand a person until you consider things from his  point of view…until you climb inside his skin and walk around in it.”

· Kindness is contagious

6. I have a personal code of behavior and I follow it—The Atticus Finch level

· Resides within the soul of an individual

· Sincerity, humble, do the right thing because it is what you want to do—it is who you are
