	Whole Class Activities

1. Read how it all began using “D'Aulaires Book of Greek Myths”

2. Watch Orpheus and the Underworld on wingedsandals.com
3. Students hypothesize what happens in the animated myth
4. Read aloud actual myth

5. Student re-watch the movie identifying their misinterpretations
	Assessment

1. Students will analyze the animations to identify the use of symbolism in the myths 

2. Students will read a new myth and create a digital movie incorporating symbolism.
